Dear Parish Family, 
 

     Recently at one of our Pastoral Council Meetings the 

question came up as to whether the Council fully reflects 

the parish. There is a diversity of parishioners at Saint 

James and as we continue to announce that we are a 

ñWelcoming Parishò, we need to constantly reflect on 

the welcoming of our parishioners into every aspect of 

parish life here, whether it is committees, athletics, or 

worship. The Second Reading today from Revelation 

speaks of the multitude of believers who survived the 

time of distress by remaining faithful to the Lamb, even 

at the cost of their lives. This multitude is composed of 

believers from ñevery nation, race, people and tongueò. 

Our parish is made up of people from all over the world, 

some of whom are recent immigrants while others have 

been here for several generations.   
 

     This is part of the glory of being a ñcatholicò church. 

We have members around the world, and when people 

migrate to different countries, they know that they 

belong to the Catholic Church wherever they end up. In 

a mobile society the challenge of language and culture 

faces us all the time.

STUDENTS VISIT  TURTLE  BACK  ZOO! 
 

     This week, Mrs. Westôs first grade, Mrs. 
Makaruchaôs second grade and Ms. Biancoôs third 
grade traveled as a group to the Turtle Back Zoo.  
Dedicated to wildlife education and conservation, and 
located in nearby West Orange, Turtle Back Zoo is one 
of Essex Countyôs best known attractions.  Beloved for 
generations, it is a place where parents often bring their 
children and then their childrenôs children.  In recent 
years, Essex County  has spent a considerable amount of 
time and money upgrading the physical space of the zoo, 
including new exhibits, habitats, and even an endangered 
species carousel.  Of particular interest to the students 
were the pair of white-handed gibbons, agile animals 
which inhabit parts of Thailand, which they watched 
maneuver around their exhibit with amazing speed and 
dexterity, and the Australian exhibit, complete with an 
Aviary, featuring colorful parakeets, or budgies, as they 
are known Down Under.  Interactive and kid-friendly, 
Turtle Back Zoo is a local resource that we are fortunate 
to have so close to home.  Many a school trip has 
inspired a weekend family outing to the zoo.
