Dear Parish Family, 

 
     Today we celebrate the Feast of Saint James the 
Apostle, also known as Saint James the Greater in order 
to distinguish him from St. James the Less, who was 
younger. James was a fisherman by trade. Once when he 
and his brother St John the Apostle were fishing with 
their father Zebedee they were approached by Jesus. 
Jesus called them to become his disciples and they 
obeyed. Leaving their fishing nets and father, Zebedee,  
they accompanied Jesus on his mission.  
     Jesus called James and John ñSons of Thunderò, 
because they were so energetic and impetuous. James 
was with Peter and John when Jesus raised Jairusô 
daughter from the dead. He witnessed the 
Transfiguration of Jesus and accompanied Our Lord 
during the Agony in Gethsemane. Tradition says that he 
journeyed to Spain to preach the Gospel. He is honoured 
today at the great shrine of Santiago de Compostela. He 
was the first of the apostles to die for Christ and was 
beheaded at Palestine in 42 A.D.  
     ñTeach us to pray,ò the disciples asked Jesus. 
Disciples always ask that question, even we who are 
gathered here today. Prayer is our most basic way of 
relating to God. The readings this weekend are a school 
of prayer. Abraham teaches us the value of persistence in 
prayer, and the mercy and justice with which God 
responds to such persistence. In the Lordôs Prayer ï a 
special prayer because it comes from Jesus ï we get the 
what and how of prayer and the spirit in which to pray. 
Ask and you shall receive; the Lord hears. Believing that 
God ñanswersò prayers is an expression of our faith. 
When it comes to asking we do not need to know all the 
details, all we need to say is ñThy will be done.ò Once 
we put God in control, we will want for nothing and our 
heartôs desires will be fulfilled.
