Dear Parish Family, 
 

     We are all looking forward to the visit by our 
Archbishop John J. Myers on Saturday, June 5th at the 
5:00pm Mass. On that weekend we are celebrating the 
8th Anniversary of our new Church and the Archbishop 
has accepted our invitation to celebrate the occasion with 
us. Our Church was the first new Church the Archbishop 
dedicated and consecrated the altar shortly after he came 
to the Archdiocese of Newark. We hope you will join us 
in giving Archbishop Myers a full and warm welcome 
by joining with your parish family on June 5th at 5:00 pm 
and bring your own family along. 
     With the recommendation of our Parish Finance 
Council and the approval of the Archbishop a new roof 
and masonry repairs are in progress on the Rectory 
building. The roofs and repairs to our parish buildings 
are costly and put a strain on the parish budget and 
reserves during the current world financial crisis. Thank 
you for your continued generosity to Saint James Parish 
and especially those parishioners who have made 
significant gifts to your parish through grants and 
bequests. 
     Today is Pentecost Sunday we celebrate the Coming 
of the Holy Spirit and the Birthday of the Church. Today 
we celebrate the gifts of the Holy Spirit given to us so 
that we might each in our own way proclaim and share 
the faith given to us. Pope Pius XII in his Encyclical 
Mystici Corporis Christi wrote: ñ A body calls also for a 
multiplicity of members, which are linked together in 
such a way as to help one another. And as in the body 
when one member suffers, all the other members share 
its pain, and the healthy members come to the assistance 
of the ailing, so in the Church the individual members do 
not live for themselves alone, but also help their fellows, 
and all work in mutual collaboration for the common 
comfort and for the more perfect building up of the 
whole Bodyò.

SAINT  JAMES SCHOOL  IS 
FULL  OF CHARACTERS ! 

Or at least Ms. Biancoôs Third Grade class was this week, as 
students presented book reports on biographical figures.  Each 
month the children complete a book report on a book of their 
choosing that reflects different genres of writing.  For their 
foray into biographies, the students were challenged to present 
an interactive oral report on the historical person they chose.  
The twist was that the report was to be delivered by the 
students, in costume, in character, in keeping with the time 
period of their subject, and all while they answered questions 
before classmates and invited family.  Ready for their close-
ups, the students handled themselves well, and taught their 
classmates and families a few things about notable figures, 
giving your best effort despite being nervous, and what it 
takes to have character, in life and at Saint James. 
 

ñSTOMPò PERFORMED  AT  SAINT  JAMES 
Students were treated to a performance of the show ñStompò.  
Internationally known, ñStompò had its beginnings in Britain, 
as an example of a street performance known as ñbuskingò, 
where performers would use ordinary objects in a new way to 
make  passersby stop and take notice.  Stomp capitalizes on 
everyday, utilitarian items, such as pencils, buckets, pipes, 
sticks, walls, tables, and chairs, to explore and give voice to 
the rhythm in the usual.  The best part about the staging of 
ñStompò at Saint James, is that the older students, under the 
able direction of music teacher, Martha Gonzalez, create 
and perform the musical pieces for the younger grades.   
Percussion based, this event gives students the opportunity to 
explore complex rhythms, create their own music, and to 
make a ñjoyful noiseò. 

 

LETôS DO LUNCH 
Everyday, students have the option of a hot or cold entrée, as 
well as a la carte offerings at lunch time.  At $2.75 for a 
complete lunch, families appreciate the value, and also the 
convenience of buying lunch at school.  Parents who 
sometimes find themselves a bit stressed about taking care of 
lunches in the out-the-door daily rush, are thankful that if the 
pre-purchased lunch tickets have gone the way of the 
matching socks, or polo shirt without the stain, or homework, 
mercifully, lunch can be purchased with actual cash, although 
prepaid tickets available until this Tuesday speed the line.
